Lakeshore College’s Truck Driving Program prepares students for high-demand careers
in the transportation industry through hands-on, real-world training. This semester-long
program can be completed in as little as eight weeks, offering an accelerated pathway
to earning a CDL Class A license. Students gain comprehensive instruction in vehicle
operation, safety regulations, inspection procedures, and over-the-road driving skills.
Training takes place both in the classroom and behind the wheel, ensuring graduates
are confident and job-ready. Students also complete their CDL Class A road test on-
site, providing a streamlined path from enroliment to licensure and employment.

SPECIAL NOTE

To be admitted into the Truck Driving Program, students must complete a few important
steps prior to the first day of class. Applicants must be at least 18 years old and provide
a valid copy of their current Federal Medical Examiner’s Certificate (Fed Med Card).

In addition, students are required to obtain and submit a valid Commercial Learner’s
permit before the program begins.
